ESTABLISHING BOUNDARIES 
Helping children understand that they have the right to 
establish boundaries if anyone tries to hurt them or touch 
them in a way that makes them feel uncomfortable is an 
important, but sometimes difficult, task. Establishing 
boundaries around touch is integral to keeping kids safe. 
Having regular, open conversations about safety is one of 
the best ways to help keep kids safe. Remind children that 
their bodies are their own, encourage them to talk about 
their concerns and listen respectfully when they do. For

¿SABÍA USTED? 
Ayudar a los niños a comprender que tienen derecho a 
establecer límites si alguien intenta lastimarlos o tocarlos 
de una manera que los haga sentir incómodos es una ta-
rea importante, pero a veces difícil.

Recuérdeles a los niños que 
sus cuerpos son suyos, anímelos a hablar sobre sus preo-
cupaciones y escuche respetuosamente cuando lo hagan.

LA City Considers Turning Parking Lots into 
Housing Units 

"In the decades following World War II, when the 
suburbs were young and the car was king, Los An-
geles went on a land-buying spree. The city 
bought parcels in every size and shape, demol-
ished any buildings on them and opened parking 
lots to serve emerging commercial districts. By the 
1970s the buying had mostly stopped, and today 
these 119 public lots blend into the urban quilt all 
but indistinguishable from their free-market com-
petitors. 

But now the city is cultivating plans that could 
transform much of that land again, this time from 
asphalt to multistory apartment buildings to house 
chronically homeless people. Plans are already 
underway to develop housing on large public lots 
in Venice and Hollywood, while officials review the 
rest to determine which could support housing." -
